by people along the roadsides in hope of preventing fire, having good health and bringing good luck for the household.

This traditional festival has its origins in the Edo Period. Since this festival is held in February during the extreme cold of Northern Japan
it is also recognized as a unique festival throughout the nation.
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Surisawa Suisho Andon (Paper Lantern) Matsuri Festival
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Nearly 400 paper lanterns of various sizes light up the streets for three days from August 13th to 15th, starting from the Surisawa Station;
the entrance of Daito Town, to Surisawa shopping district, nostalgic Kuramachi street and throughout the community.
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Okita Shrine’s Sominsai Festival
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This festival starts at three o’clock in the morning in mid-winter with men wearing only breechcloths visiting the shrine to purify their
bodies. They stand above a burning stack of pine logs shouting “Jasso!” “Joyasa!”, which echoes throughout the shrine grounds. Participants
are local men whose birthdays that fall on that year are considered unlucky and visitors from both inside and outside the prefecture. This is
a traditional festival where men battle for the Somin bag: a holy bag, which provides the victor with abundant crops and vigorous health.
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Ohara Daruma Matsuri Festival Shishiodori (the Deer Dance)
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Accommodation

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“Shippo” stands for two dominant mountains in Dalto Town conSIStlng of Mt. Nemuro, situated southeast of the town, and Mt. Horai,
located northwest of Daito Town. They are the source of “Josui” or the clear water of the surrounding rivers containing iron sand. In
admiration of the peaceful scenery and a desire for virtue of modesty, these words “Shippo Josui” were created by Ashitozan, a great
historical figure of Daito Town who was a pioneer of the criminal law system in Japan.
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Nameri-iwa Rock Fishing for sweetfish in the Satetsu River
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Seated Kannon Bosatsu (Avalokitesvara),wood

Heian Period,12th century
Tosenin temple,Iwate
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This Kannon statue was previously enshrined in
Kannon-ji temple (the temple does not exist now) and
is said to have been built by Hidehira Fujiwara. It is
believed that the same sculptor who created Buddhist
images in the temples built by the Oshu-Fujiwara clan

made this Kannon statue. Especially, it resembles the
statue situated at the resting place of Motohira Fujiwara,
the second Fujiwara lord, in Chuson-ji Temple’s Golden
Hall. However, there are also new features such as
slanted eyes. Part of the pedestal is original.
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
